New Business:

2. TdM Road race. We have submitted to CCA application for Date April 25. There is a proposed route change if the club takes over the ride. The new route harder but easier to marshal and we hope to add back in the Cat 5 and women’s races as well as the master’s race categories. There is also talk of a Sunday race in Carthage.

We have also submitted to host the NC/SC state championship time trial August 2, 2009. The TT will take place on the old state road race course at 5 points Horse Park. There is talk of hiring a company that uses timing chips to do results for us.

3. 2009 Jerseys. We will start working on the new jerseys in January. The overall consensus was that everyone really likes the 2008 design and that we shouldn’t change it much so that it can be used with 2008 clothing.
